Broadband over Power L ine 
Why Amateur Radio Is Concerned about I ts Deployment 
(Brief Outline - for more information go to ARRL website) 

 
Broadband over Power Line ("Access BPL") feeds broadband digital signals onto power 
lines using high-frequency RF from 2 to 80 MHz -- right on top of 80 meters, 40 me-
ters, 20 meters and every other popular ham band all the way up to 6 meters. And it©s not 
just the ham bands -- short-wave listeners are at risk too. Although this technology is al-
ready allowed, the industry wants the limits to be relaxed -- with greater interference po-
tential to your ham radio operation.  
These BPL signals could transform HF from a quiet haven that hams enjoy to a noisy 
industry wasteland, changing ham radio forever. It©s already hard enough to maintain a 
regular schedule with your friends, hear weak DX signals, or copy a maritime ham in 
distress. Imagine trying to do that through several S-units or more of broadband gar-
bage. Imagine not even being able to throw your rig in the car and escape it through mo-
bile operation -- power lines are everywhere! Will you have to operate from a remote 
site just to enjoy a quiet QSO?  
At an FCC meeting on April 23, the Commission launched a "Notice of Inquiry" (NOI) 
to gather information and technical data on BPL. Its formal name at the FCC is ET 
Docket No. 03-104. Many groups are expected to comment -- with dollar signs, not 
spectrum pollution, in mind. The NOI was accompanied by comments from the FCC 
Commissioners -- comments that praised this technology as an alternative way to 
bring broadband Internet to more homes.  
BPL technology already has been deployed in some European countries, and amateurs 
there have experienced interference from the systems. Japan--responding in part to con-
cerns expressed by its amateur community--decided last year not to adopt the technol-
ogy because of its interference potential. More detail i s available on the ARRL Web 
site. The staff at ARRL is already hard at work on this issue. Staff and volunteers are 
monitoring comments begin filed with the FCC. Legal counsel is preparing a response 
to the Notice of Inquiry. And staff in the ARRL Lab is ready to conduct tests and take 
measurements from across the country to demonstrate our case. Please support ARRL.
